End-O-Line Railroad Park and Museum in Currie, MN, owned and operated by the Murray
County Government, is seeking the services of a qualified historic architect to oversee the repair
and rehabilitation of the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis, and Omaha Turntable, structure listed
on the National Register of Historic Places. This project is being financed through a federal grant
with funds provided by the Historic Preservation Fund through the State, Tribal, Local, Plans and
Grants Division of the National Park Service.

Scope of Service

The chosen architect or firm will be required per the grant agreement to meet the Professional
Qualification Standards of the Secretary of the Interior Standards. Selected consultant will also
be required to have the ability to complete the scope of work outlined in the grant agreement.
The scope of service to facilitate the preservation and repair of the Chicago, St. Paul,
Minneapolis, and Omaha Turntable at 440 Mill Street North, Currie, Minnesota, and will
include:

A. Architectural, engineering, and consultant services.

B. Installation of a stormwater lift station.

C. Selective demolition with prior approval.

D. Repair and replace in-kind as necessary stone and concrete retaining

wall.

E. Repair of turntable structure to include:
i. Repair and/or replace in-kind as necessary wood flooring and railings.
ii. Clean and paint steel turntable structure.
iii. Installation of additional tie-downs.

This project is funded by a grant, and proposals should fall at or under the granted amount of
$169,843.00. Selected historic architect must also submit qualifications for approval by the
National Park Service before execution of a contract.

Selection Process

After submission deadline, a committee comprised of End-O-Line Park/Murray County Staff
will review all proposals. Our criteria for selection will be based on the proposed timeline, if
estimates meet our grant budget, and if all requested services can be provided.

Timeline

Prospective applicants will have 3 weeks to submit, and by 6/12/2026, a firm will be selected and
notified. The contractor will have 2 months to prepare and hire any subcontractors needed. With
work tentatively scheduled to begin on or around 9/1/2026. Active construction work should last
2-3 weeks, wrapping up before 10/1/2026. This leaves time for final reporting and for delays due
to weather or unforeseen circumstances. Under this timeline, staff have the entirety of 2027 and
2028 as backup in case of delays or to finish the reporting requirements.

Background on the Project

The need for this project started in early 2018, when it was observed that a few of the stones
appeared to be interfering with the rotation of the turntable at various locations, typically at the
south half of the circular wall. Along with the limestone, there was a fear of the condition of the
bridge and the mechanism. The park and turntable are located in the Des Moines River flood
plain and have suffered several flooding events in its history. According to End-O-Line's
photograph collection, significant flooding at the park has been documented in almost every year
between 1983-2019. Most recently, the park closed for several weeks due to major flooding in
2014 and 20218 and offered reduced hours and services during the 2024 flood event. With the
DR-4797-MN flood event in 2024, staff noticed a deterioration of the stone turntable pit walls
and platform. The stones were more noticeably pushed out from the wall, causing collisions and
damage to the stones and turntable when operated. The work outlined in this RFP was

recommended in a 2019 Conditions Assessment Report completed after the 2018 flooding. The
full assessment is available upon request.

Brief History

End-O-Line Railroad Park and Museum was started on the site of the former Currie Railyards.
The railyards were founded in 1899 when construction began on a 38-mile spur line starting in
Bingham Lake, MN and ending in Currie. Rumors that the railway would extend westward of
Currie proved untrue, and the town remained the terminus or ‘end-of-the-line’. By 1930, the
railroad had reduced service on the line and by the mid-1950s, a station agent no longer staffed
the Currie depot.

In 1972, a new initiative by the state Minnesota 4-H organization challenged all youth clubs in
the state to develop and complete a project that would improve their local communities. Two
teenaged members from the Currie Poco-a-Poco 4-H club (meaning Little-by-Little in Spanish),
advised by adult leaders Louise Gervais and Dorothy Ruppert, decided that their club’s project
would be to clean up the old Currie railyards. Their efforts led to the development of End O Line
Park. The 4-H club leaders asked the Murray County Government to take over the site as a
county park in 1975. In 1977 the turntable was placed on the National Register of Historical
Places. The turntable— the only exclusively hand-operated railroad turntable in its original
location still operational in Minnesota—remains the highlight of the park.

b. DOI and NPS policies on UAS use, as published or amended during the term of this Agreement.

2. The Recipient is prohibited from using Federal funding awarded under this Agreement to procure a
covered UAS that is manufactured or assembled by a covered foreign entity, or in connection with the
operation of such adrone or UAS pursuant to Sec. 1825 of the American Security Drone Act of 2023
(P.L. 118-31).

J. PATENTS AND INVENTIONS (37 CFR 401)
Recipients of agreements which support experimental, developmental, or research work shall be subject

to applicabl e regulations governing patents and inventions, including the government-wide regulations
issued by the Department of Commerce at 37 CFR 401, Rights to Inventions Made by Non-profit
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Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government Grants, Contracts and Cooperative
Agreements. These regulations do not apply to any agreement made primarily for educational purposes.

In accordance with 37 CFR 401.3(a), the provision at 37 CFR 401.14(a), with authorized modifications
for the National Park Service, is hereby included in this agreement:

(a) Definitions

(2) Invention means any invention or discovery which is or may be patentable or otherwise protectable
under Title 35 of the United States Code, or any novel variety of plant which is or may be protected under
the Plant Variety Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 2321 et seq.).

(2) Subject invention means any invention of the recipient conceived or first actually reduced to practice
in the performance of work under this agreement, provided that in the case of avariety of plant, the date
of determination (as defined in section 41(d) of the Plant Variety Protection Act, 7 U.S.C. 2401(d)) must
also occur during the period of agreement performance.

(3) Practical Application means to manufacture in the case of a compoasition or product, to practice in the
case of aprocess or method, or to operate in the case of a machine or system; and, in each case, under
such conditions as to establish that the invention is being utilized and that its benefits are, to the extent
permitted by law or government regulations, available to the public on reasonable terms.

(4) Made when used in relation to any invention means the conception or first actual reduction to practice
of such invention.

(5) Small Business Firm means a small business concern as defined at section 2 of Public Law. 85-536
(15 U.S.C. 632) and implementing regulations of the Administrator of the Small Business
Administration. For the purpose of this provision, the size standards for small business
concerns involved in government procurement and subcontracting at 13 CFR 121.3-8 and
13 CFR 121.3-12, respectively, will be used.

(6) Nonprofit Organization means a university or other institution of higher education, or an organization
of the type described in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (26 U.S.C. 501(c) and
exempt from taxation under section 501(a) of the Internal Revenue Code (25 U.S.C. 501(a)) or any
nonprofit scientific or educational organization qualified under a state nonprofit organization statute.

(b) Allocation of Principal Rights.

The Recipient may retain the entire right, title, and interest throughout the world to each subject invention
subject to this provision and 35 U.S.C. 203. With respect to any subject invention in which the Recipient

retains title, the Federal government shall have a nonexclusive, nontransferable, irrevocable, paid-up
license to practice or have practiced for or on behalf of the United States the subject
invention throughout the world.

(c) Invention Disclosure, Election of Title and Filing of Patent Application by Recipient

(1) The Recipient will disclose each subject invention to the National Park Service within two months
after the inventor disclosesit in writing to Recipient personnel responsible for patent matters. The
disclosure to the National Park Service shall be in the form of awritten report and shall identify the
agreement under which the invention was made and the inventor(s). It shall be sufficiently completein
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technical detail to convey a clear understanding to the extent known at the time of the disclosure, of the
nature, purpose, operation, and the physical, chemical, biological or electrical characteristics of the
invention. The disclosure shall also identify any publication, on sale or public use of the invention and
whether a manuscript describing the invention has been submitted for publication and, if so, whether it
has been accepted for publication at the time of disclosure. In addition, after disclosure to the National
Park Service, the Recipient will promptly notify the National Park Service of the acceptance of any
manuscript describing the invention for publication or of any on sale or public use planned by the
Recipient.

(2) The Recipient will elect in writing whether or not to retain title to any such invention by notifying the
National Park Service within two years of disclosure to the National Park Service. However, in any case
where publication, on sale or public use has initiated the one-year statutory period wherein valid patent
protection can still be obtained in the United States, the period for election of title may be shortened by
the National Park Service to a date that is no more than 60 days prior to the end of the statutory period.

(3) The Recipient will fileitsinitial patent application on a subject invention to which it elects to retain
title within one year after election of title or, if earlier, prior to the end of any statutory period wherein
valid patent protection can be obtained in the United States after a publication, on sale, or public use. The
Recipient will file patent applicationsin additional countries or internationa patent offices within either
ten months of the corresponding initial patent application or six months from the date permissionis
granted by the Commissioner of Patents and Trademarks to file foreign patent applications where such
filing has been prohibited by a Secrecy Order.

(4) Reguests for extension of the time for disclosure, election, and filing under subparagraphs (1), (2), and
(3) may, at the discretion of the National Park Service, be granted.

(d) Conditions When the Government May Obtain Title.

The Recipient will convey to the National Park Service, upon written request, title to any subject
inventions

(2) If the Recipient failsto disclose or elect title to the subject invention within the times specified in (c),
above, or elects not to retain title; provided that the National Park Service may only request title within 60
days after learning of the failure of the Recipient to disclose or elect within the specified times.

(2) In those countries in which the Recipient fails to file patent applications within the times specified in
(c) above; provided, however, that if the Recipient has filed a patent application in a country after the
times specified in (c) above, but prior to its receipt of the written request of the National Park Service, the
Recipient shall continue to retain title in that country.

(3) In any country in which the Recipient decides not to continue the prosecution of any application for,
to pay the maintenance fees on, or defend in reexamination or opposition proceeding on, a patent on a
subject invention.

(e) Minimum Rights to Recipient and Protection of the Recipient Right to File

(1) The Recipient will retain a nonexclusive royalty-free license throughout the world in each
subject invention to which the Government obtains title, except if the Recipient fails to
disclose the invention within the times specified in (c), above. The Recipient's license
extends to its domestic subsidiary and affiliates, if any, within the corporate structure of
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which the Recipient is a party and includes the right to grant sublicenses of the same
scope to the extent the Recipient was legally obligated to do so at the time the agreement
was awarded. The license is transferable only with the approval of the National Park
Service except when transferred to the successor of that party of the Recipient's business
to which the invention pertains.

(2) The Recipient's domestic license may be revoked or modified by the National Park Service to the
extent necessary to achieve expeditious practical application of the subject invention pursuant to an
application for an exclusive license submitted in accordance with applicable provisions at 37 CFR part
404 and the National Park Service licensing regulations (if any). Thislicense will not be revoked in that
field of use or the geographical areas in which the Recipient has achieved practical application and
continues to make the benefits of the invention reasonably accessible to the public. The license in any
foreign country may be revoked or modified at the discretion of the National Park Service to the extent
the Recipient, its licensees, or the domestic subsidiaries or affiliates have failed to achieve practical
application in that foreign country.

(3) Before revocation or modification of the license, the National Park Service will furnish the Recipient
awritten notice of itsintention to revoke or modify the license, and the Recipient will be allowed thirty
days (or such other time as may be authorized by the National Park Service for good cause shown by the
Recipient) after the notice to show cause why the license should not be revoked or modified. The
Recipient has the right to appeal, in accordance with applicable regulationsin 37 CFR part 404 and

National Park Service regulations (if any) concerning the licensing of Government-owned inventions,
any decision concerning the revocation or modification of the license.

(f) Recipient Action to Protect the Government's Interest

(1) The Recipient agrees to execute or to have executed and promptly deliver to the Nationa Park Service
al instruments necessary to

(i) establish or confirm the rights the Government has throughout the world in those subject inventions to
which the Recipient electsto retain title, and

(ii) convey title to the National Park Service when requested under paragraph (d) above and to enable the
government to obtain patent protection throughout the world in that subject invention.

(2) The Recipient agrees to require, by written agreement, its employees, other than clerical and non-
technical employees, to disclose promptly in writing to personnel identified as responsible for the
administration of patent matters and in aformat suggested by the Recipient each subject invention made
under agreement in order that the Recipient can comply with the disclosure provisions of paragraph (c),
above, and to execute all papers necessary to file patent applications on subject inventions and to
establish the government's rights in the subject inventions. This disclosure format should require, asa
minimum, the information required by (c)(1), above. The Recipient shall instruct such employees through
employee agreements or other suitable educational programs on the importance of reporting inventionsin
sufficient time to permit the filing of patent applications prior to U.S. or foreign statutory bars.

(3) The Recipient will notify the National Park Service of any decisions not to continue the prosecution of
a patent application, pay maintenance fees, or defend in areexamination or opposition proceeding on a
patent, in any country, not less than thirty days before the expiration of the response period required by
the relevant patent office.

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(4) The Recipient agrees to include, within the specification of any United States patent applications and
any patent issuing thereon covering a subject invention, the following statement, “ This invention was
made with government support under (identify the agreement) awarded by (identify the Federal agency).
The government has certain rightsin the invention.”

(g) Subcontracts. The Recipient will include this provision, suitably modified to identify the parties, in all
sub-agreements or subcontracts, regardless of tier, for experimental, developmental or research work. The
sub-recipient or subcontractor will retain al rights provided for the Recipient in this provision, and the
Recipient will not, as part of the consideration for awarding the sub-agreement or subcontract, obtain
rightsin the sub-recipient's or subcontractor's subject inventions.

(h) Reporting on Utilization of Subject Inventions. The Recipient agrees to submit on request periodic
reports no more frequently than annually on the utilization of a subject invention or on efforts at obtaining
such utilization that are being made by the Recipient or its licensees or assignees. Such reports shall
include information regarding the status of development, date of first commercial sale or use, gross
royalties received by the Recipient, and such other data and information as the National Park Service may
reasonably specify. The Recipient also agrees to provide additional reports as may be requested by the
National Park Service in connection with any march-in proceeding undertaken by the National
Park Service in accordance with paragraph (j) of this provision. As required by 35 U.S.C.
202(c)(5), the National Park Service agrees it will not disclose such information to persons

outside the government without permission of the Recipient.

(i) Preference for United States Industry. Notwithstanding any other part of this provision, the Recipient
agrees that neither it nor any assignee will grant to any person the exclusive right to use or sell any
subject inventions in the United States unless such person agrees that any products embodying the subject
invention or produced through the use of the subject invention will be manufactured substantialy in the
United States. However, in individual cases, the requirement for such an agreement may be waived by the
National Park Service upon a showing by the Recipient or its assignee that reasonable but unsuccessful
efforts have been made to grant licenses on similar terms to potential licensees that would be likely to
manufacture substantially in the United States or that under the circumstances domestic manufactureis
not commercially feasible.

(j) March-in Rights. The Recipient agrees that with respect to any subject invention in which
it has acquired title, the National Park Service has the right in accordance with the
procedures in 37 CFR 401.6 and any supplemental regulations of the National Park Service
to require the Recipient, an assignee or exclusive licensee of a subject invention to grant a
nonexclusive, partially exclusive, or exclusive license in any field of use to a responsible
applicant or applicants, upon terms that are reasonable under the circumstances, and if
the Recipient, assignee, or exclusive licensee refuses such a request the National Park
Service has the right to grant such a license itself if the National Park Service determines
that:

(1) Such action is necessary because the Recipient or assignee has not taken or is not expected to take
within a reasonable time, effective steps to achieve practical application of the subject invention in such
field of use.

(2) Such action is necessary to alleviate health or safety needs, which are not reasonably satisfied by the
Recipient, assignee, or their licensees.
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(3) Such action is necessary to meet requirements for public use specified by Federal regulations and such
requirements are not reasonably satisfied by the Recipient, assignee, or licensees; or

(4) Such action is necessary because the agreement required by paragraph (i) of this provision has not
been obtained or waived or because a licensee of the exclusive right to use or sell any subject invention in
the United Statesisin breach of such agreement.

(K) Specia Provisionsfor Agreements with Nonprofit Organizations.
If the Recipient is a nonprofit organization, it agrees that:

(1) Rightsto a subject invention in the United States may not be assigned without the approval of the
National Park Service, except where such assignment is made to an organization which has as one of its
primary functions the management of inventions, provided that such assignee will be subject to the same
provisions as the Recipient;

(2) The Recipient will share royalties collected on a subject invention with the inventor, including Federa
employee co-inventors (when the National Park Service deems it appropriate) when the
subject invention is assigned in accordance with 35 U.S.C. 202(e) and 37 CFR 401.10;

(3) The balance of any royalties or income earned by the Recipient with respect to subject inventions,
after payment of expenses (including payments to inventors) incidental to the administration of subject
inventions, will be utilized for the support of scientific research or education; and

(4) 1t will make efforts that are reasonable under the circumstances to attract licensees of subject
invention that are small business firms and that it will give a preference to a small business firm when
licensing a subject invention if the Recipient determines that the small business firm has a plan or
proposal for marketing the invention which, if executed, is equally as likely to bring the invention to
practical application as any plans or proposals from applicants that are not small business firms; provided,
that the Recipient is also satisfied that the small business firm has the capability and resources to carry out
its plan or proposal. The decision whether to give a preference in any specific case will be at the
discretion of the Recipient. However, the Recipient agrees that the National Park Service may review the
Recipient's licensing program and decisions regarding small business applicants, and the Recipient will
negotiate changes to its licensing policies, procedures, or practices with the National Park Service when
this review discloses that the Recipient could take reasonable steps to implement more effectively the
requirements of this paragraph (k)(4).

(I Communication. Communications regarding matters relating to this provision shall be directed to the
Deputy Associate Solicitor, Branch of Procurements and Patents, Office of the Solicitor, U.S. Department
of the Interior, 1849 C Street NW, Washington, D.C. 20240.

K. ENSURING THE FUTURE ISMADE IN ALL OF AMERICA BY ALL OF AMERICA’S
WORKERS PER E.O. 14005 (dated January 25, 2021)

Per Executive Order 14005, entitled "Ensuring the Future Is Made in All of Americaby All of America's
Workers’ the Recipient shall maximize the use of goods, products, and materials produced in, and
services offered in, the United States, and whenever possible, procure goods, products, materials, and
services from sources that will help American businesses compete in strategic industries and help
America sworkersthrive.

L. THE REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973
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Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 U.S.C. §794)

The Recipient agreesto comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. § 794),
which prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability in programs and activities receiving Federal
financial assistance.

No part of this Agreement shall be assigned to any other party without prior written approval of the NPS
and the Assignee.

O. MEMBER OF CONGRESS

Pursuant to 41 U.S.C. § 22, no Member of Congress shall be admitted to any share or part of any contract
or agreement made, entered into, or adopted by or on behalf of the United States, or to any benefit to arise
thereupon.

P. AGENCY

The Recipient is not an agent or representative of the United States, the Department of the Interior, NPS,
or the Park, nor will the Recipient represent itself as such to third parties. NPS employees are not agents
of the Recipient and will not act on behalf of the Recipient.

Q. NON-EXCLUSIVE AGREEMENT

This Agreement in no way restricts the Recipient or NPS from entering into similar agreements, or
participating in similar activities or arrangements, with other public or private agencies, organizations, or
individuals.

R. PARTIAL INVALIDITY

If any provision of this Agreement or the application thereof to any party or circumstance shall, to any
extent, be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement or the application of such
provision to the parties or circumstances other than those to which it is held invalid or unenforceable,
shall not be affected thereby and each provision of this Agreement shall be valid and be enforced to the
fullest extent permitted by law.

S.NO EMPLOYMENT RELATIONSHIP

This Agreement is not intended to and shall not be construed to create an employment relationship
between NPS and Recipient or its representatives. No representative of Recipient shall perform any
function or make any decision properly reserved by law or policy to the Federal government.
T.NO THIRD-PARTY RIGHTS

This Agreement creates enforceable obligations between only NPS and Recipient. Except as expressly
provided herein, it is not intended, nor shall it be construed to create any right of enforcement by or any
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duties or obligation in favor of persons or entities not a party to this Agreement.
U. PROGRAM INCOME

If the Recipient earns program income, as defined in 2 CFR § 200.1, during the period of performance of
this agreement, to the extent available the Recipient must disburse funds available from program income,
and interest earned on such funds, before requesting additional cash payments (2 CFR § 200.305 (5)). As
allowed under 2 CFR § 200.307, program income may be added to the Federal award by the Federal
agency and Recipient. The program income must be used for costs incurred during the period of
performance or alowable closeout costs. Disposition of program income remaining after the end of the
period of performance shall be negotiated as part of the agreement closeout process.

V. RIGHTSIN DATA

The Recipient must grant the United States of America aroyalty—free, non—exclusive and irrevocable
license to publish, reproduce and use, and dispose of in any manner and for any purpose without
limitation, and to authorize or ratify publication, reproduction or use by others, of al copyrightable
material first produced or composed under this Agreement by the Recipient, its employees or any
individual or concern specifically employed or assigned to originate and prepare such material.

W. CONFLICT OF INTEREST
(a) Applicability.

1. This section intends to ensure that non-Federal entities and their employees take appropriate steps to
avoid conflicts of interest in their responsibilities under or with respect to Federal financial assistance
agreements.

2. In the procurement of supplies, equipment, construction, and services by recipients and by
subrecipients, the conflict-of-interest provisionsin 2 CFR 200.318 apply.

(b) Requirements.

1. Non-Federal entities must avoid prohibited conflicts of interest, including any significant financial
interests that could cause a reasonabl e person to question the recipient's ability to provide impartial,
technically sound, and objective performance under or with respect to a Federa financia assistance
agreement.

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INTRODUCTION AND STUDY SUMMARY

The intent of this summary is to provide a brief description of the project and a general overview of the
present condition of the historic building. The report must be reviewed in its entirety for a complete

understanding of our conclusions and recommendations.

The End-O-Line Railroad Park and Museum (ERPM) has retained LHB to provide a condition
assessment report for the historic railroad turntable in Currie, Minnesota. The original turntable was
constructed in 1901 at its current location. The national register of historic places nomination form
indicates that the turntable was enlarged to its current size in 1922. The steel and wood balanced
turntable is approximately 70 feet long and 14 feet wide and is set in pit approximately 4 feet deep at

the perimeter and 7 feet deep in the center. There is a single track around the perimeter of the pit that
supports the turntable when it is briefly unbalanced while being loaded, or during moments of eccentric
loading. The walls of the pit consist of dry stacked limestone. The floor of the pit is earth and ofter retains

standing water.

'The project team conducted its condition assessment on October 8, 2019. During the site visit the team
met with ERPM Site Coordinator Jakob Etrheim, Murray County Museum Director Janet Timmerman,
and seasonal museum assistant Nicholas Demuth who provided background on the site and museum

operations as well as information on upkeep and general maintenance concerns related to the turntable.

Since preservation efforts began in 1972, the turntable has gone through several repair campaigns and

remains generally in good condition.

The highest priority recommendations are listed below. Note that this is only a partial list and additional

recommendations are detailed elsewhere in the report.

« Remedy standing water issue at the bottom of the pit
» Repair dry stacked masonry walls where deteriorating, particularly at the north side of the pit.
Dress stone faces where turntable currently hits

«  Repair guardrail where supports are loose

Treatment Approach

Because several of the recommendations made in this report, such as providing an active drainage
system for the pit and providing a code compliant handrail would not qualify as “preservation” or
“restoration” treatments as defined by the Secretary of the Interior, and because the structure now serves

an educational purpose instead of an industrial purpose, the recommended treatment for this structure is
“Rehabilitation.”
